Safety Warnings

To ensure a safe and trouble-free experience when using your Swytch Conversion Kit 
please follow the guidelines below: 

Kit intended use
 

The Swytch Kit is designed for roads and well-made paths. It’s not intended for drops of 
more than 10cm, stunts, cross-country riding, or extreme sports. Misuse may lead to the 
failure of some components and void your warranty.  

The product must be used in compliance with your local laws and legislation.

Fully charge before first use
 

As soon as you receive your kit fully charge your Power Pack, the light will go from red to 
green. Do this before you start fitting the Kit.
 
Never leave on charge for longer than necessary

The Power Pack is perfectly safe for home use, but the charger and battery will
gradually and naturally heat up when it’s plugged in. Avoid leaving your Power Pack on 
charge for longer than necessary as this can lead to reduced battery life.

Power Pack Warnings 

When using, please follow the manual instructions. The battery must not be exposed to 
temperatures below -10°C or above 40°C. The battery contains dangerous substances, 
and you must not disassemble, impact, or soak it in water. Only use the charger provided to 
charge the battery and when in storage you must charge every 90 days.
 
The handlebar mount handle must be fully engaged with the Power Pack 

The Power Pack must be fully connected within the mount for correct operation. The Power 
Pack should sit vertically within the mount with the logo facing forwards and the yellow 
connector at the top.
 

Introduction
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Tighten up before riding

Whether it’s your first ride or your hundredth ride, please ensure all nuts, screws and bolts 
are tight before taking off on the road. Any loose parts could result in the motor wheel 
coming off while riding - please be careful. Every 100 km, check your wheel spokes are 
tight to ensure that the wheel remains secure.

Maintain your bike

For a safe ride on any bicycle, it’s important that the bike is well-maintained and in good 
working order. Regularly check and maintain the condition of your bike. Placing any 
metallic or conductive objects into the charge port other than the charger may cause 
electric shock, fire or other injury. Don’t connect the charger if water, ice or condensation is 
in the charge port.
 
Before you ride your Swytch Bike for the first time, please be sure that it has been 
correctly assembled. You’ll find step by step instructions in this manual. For further help

Spares

Only genuine replacement parts for safety-critical components must be used. There are no 
consumables or lubricants necessary for the Swytch Kit.

Tanto en su primer viaje como en el número cien, compruebe que todas las tuercas, 
tornillos y pernos estén bien apretados antes de salir a la carretera. Cualquier pieza floja 
puede hacer que la rueda motriz se desprenda durante el viaje. ¡Tenga cuidado! Cada 100 
km, revise que los radios de la llanta estén firmes, para confirmar que no hay peligro con la 
llanta.

Cuide su bici

Para montar cualquier tipo de bicicleta, es importante que la bici esté bien mantenida y 
que funcione correctamente. Revísela periódicamente y haga el mantenimiento necesario. 
Si en el puerto de carga coloca cualquier tipo de objeto metálico o conductor distinto del 
cargador, puede provocar una descarga eléctrica, un incendio o lesiones. No conecte el 
cargador si hay agua, hielo o condensación en el puerto de carga.

1. Remove your front wheel

Swytch Motor Wheel

Your Swytch motor wheel has been 
built to the size and colour you 
specified. The wheel incorporates 
the 250W motor hub which is used 
to power your bike so it’s important 
to assemble it securely into your 
forks.

Turn your bike upside down. 
Loosen your existing front wheel 
and remove it.

These steps depend on the brand 
and type of bike you have.

2. Prepare your Swytch motor wheel

Fit your Swytch motor wheel with a 
new tyre and inner tube. For support 
and advice on which tyre you should 
use visit support.swytchbike.com.

If you don’t have a new tyre, use the 
tyre and inner tube off the wheel 
you just removed from your bike.

Pump up the tyre to the 
manufacturer’s suggested tyre 
pressure. This is printed on the 
sidewall of the tyre. 

If you have disc brakes, remove the 
six screws and plastic spacer from 
the motor wheel. Move the disc 
rotor from your old wheel onto your 
Swytch motor wheel.

3. Fit the Swytch motor wheel onto your bike

3.1 Loosen the screws and slot the 
Swytch motor wheel into the
dropouts of the forks.

Note

Most bikes have a 10mm dropout 
slot width, so our standard motor 
axle is 10mm wide. If the axle doesn’t 
fit your bike, please get in touch at   
support.swytchbike.com for options. 

! Don’t file your forks to make the 
motor wheel fit.

! The motor cable should face the 
ground when the bike is upright.

When fitting the axle into the forks it is 
essential that it fits tightly. If there is any 
movement, or if the axle does not fit into 
the forks then you must get in touch with 
our support team. Do not attempt any 
modification without consent from an 
official Swytch Bike representative.

! The motor cable should be on 
the opposite side to the chain.

Depending on 
your order you will have received 
either a 9mm or 10mm torque washer.
